6. As of January 1, 2025, the Reserve Bank of
India (RBI) has implemented regulation
requiring lenders to update credit bureau
records every 15 days. This change aims to
enhance the accuracy and timeliness of credit
score  calculations, reflecting  borrowers’
financial activities more promptly.

According
to this estimate, at least 242 million students
worldwide may experience educational
interruptions as a result of climatic disasters in
2024. Due to data constraints, this value
should be considered cautious. The report
covers 85 nations and cites 119 different
climate dangers that -contributed to these
disruptions.
